Those Eligible: Citizens of the Hellenic Republic who are scholars who have already obtained a Ph.D. or have professional experience in the field of art history and who wish to undertake a specific research project in Algeria or Turkey related to the seminar theme: Art and Archaeology of the Sacred (Algeria) or Vision and Visual Culture in Byzantium (Turkey). Duration: June 9 to July 16, 2012, including an opening and closing seminar. Fellows will be required to conduct their research during this time period. 

Terms: Funded by the Getty Foundation, the fellowship includes a travel and living expense stipend of $7,500. A final report is due at the end of the award period, and the ASCSA expects that copies of all publications that result from research conducted as a Fellow of the ASCSA be contributed to the appropriate research facility of the ASCSA.
